Education and Research Committee (MERC) of the Wisconsin Partnership
Program.

The MERC allocates funds to support innovative education and research
initiatives to improve the health of the people of Wisconsin. Since 2004, MERC
has made 78 awards in the amount of over $43.8 million to faculty for health
improvement projects, such as: the Survey of the Health of Wisconsin,
Innovations in Medical Education, the Master of Public Health Program, the
Institute for Clinical and Translational Research, and the Collaborative Health
Sciences and the New Investigator programs.

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SMPH INSTITUTIONAL SELF-STUDY FOR LCME REACCREDITATION

The progress, in preparation for the LCME reaccreditation of the SMPH, is
proceeding on schedule. The Self-Study Sub-Committees are currently
submitting their reports.

The Steering Committee is scheduled to meet to discuss the findings from these
reports to determine the strengths and challenges in each area in preparation for
the final written summary report. A separate self-study report prepared by the
students is complete.

The report and five databases will be sent to the LCME team who is assigned to
make an official site visit November 15-17. The team, composed of members
from peer institutions and officials from the AMA and AAMC, will review the
database and summary report and meet with key faculty, staff and students to
determine whether the SMPH is accredited in each of the standards for
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accreditation of medical education programs leading to the MD degree.
